Project Name: LAPF Donor Recognition Signage at Five (5) City of Los Angeles Parks

Requested Action: Review and consideration for proposed donor recognition signage for the
donation of park forests at MLK Jr. Park, Branford Park, Saint Andrews
Recreation Center, and Glassell Recreation Center, and for proposed donor
recognition for two park improvement donations at the Hollenbeck Recreation
Center.

Project Location: MLK Jr. Park, Branford Park, Saint Andrews Recreation Center, Glassell
Recreation Center, and Hollenbeck Recreation Center

Council District: Council Districts 6, 8, 1, and 14

Scope of Work: Installing proposed plaques to recognize The Annenberg Foundation’s generous
donations of a park forest at four City of Los Angeles parks (including MLK Jr. Park, Branford Park, Saint
Andrews Recreation Center, and Glassell Recreation Center) and to recognize The Sikand Foundation’s
generous donations of patio improvements and a park forest at the Hollenbeck Recreation Center

Funding Sources and Amounts: Los Angeles Parks Foundation (LAPF) has proposed donor recognition
signage to be installed at five (5) RAP City of Los Angeles park locations to acknowledge donations of at
least $25,000 at each park.

The proposed donor recognition at MLK Jr. Park, Branford Park, Saint Andrews Recreation Center, and
Glassell Recreation Center would acknowledge previously approved donations of a park forest valued at
$25,000 at each park, for a total of $100,000 donated by The Annenberg Foundation. Each of the parks
that received a park forest donated by The Annenberg Foundation would receive an aluminum plaque
acknowledging the Foundation’s generous donation. Each of the plaques are proposed to be displayed
for a total of one year at each park.

The proposed donor recognition at the Hollenbeck Recreation Center would acknowledge previously
approved and installed donations of a park forest and patio improvements donated by The Sikand
Foundation for a total of $60,000. A single aluminum plague would recognize The Sikand Foundation for
both donations, and would be installed for a total of two years. A previously approved plaque had been
installed to recognize the foundation for the park forest project, however, it was vandalized and
damaged, so it was taken down shortly after installation.

LAPF has discussed the proposed plaques and their tentative locations to be installed with the staff at
each park and received their input and support for the chosen sign locations, as described and
illustrated by the attached renderings. The cost of the plaque installation will be covered by LAPF.

RAP is confident that with installation of the signs at the proposed locations, RAP will be able to sustain
the condition of the donor recognition signage throughout the course of their display at each park.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Approve a proposed park improvement project at Hollenbeck Park consisting of the
installation of twenty (20) 24-inch box trees and a two-year forest maintenance plan for a
Los Angeles Park Forest to be planted during spring 2021 (Project), as a donation to the
City of Los Angeles and the Department of Recreation and Parks (RAP), through the Los
Angeles Parks Foundation (LAPF);

2. Authorize RAP’s Planning, Maintenance and Construction Branch (PMC), upon the Board
of Recreation and Park Commissioners’ (Board) approval and acceptance of the Project,
to issue a Right of Entry Permit (ROE) to LAPF and their selected contractors and/or
vendors, allowing access to Hollenbeck Park to construct, install, and maintain the
proposed Project improvements over a two-year term;

3. Accept the proposed Project improvements valued up to approximately Thirty Thousand

Dollars ($30,000.00), as a donation to the City and RAP from the Sikand Foundation
(Donor) through LAPF, for the benefit and enjoyment of the general public, subject to a
post-installation inspection of the completed improvements and approval by RAP’'s PMC
staff;
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4. Approve the installation of proposed donor recognition signage which shall be on an
aluminum plague measuring 18” x 7.5” on a parking lot fence, in appreciation and
recognition of the Donor’s support of the Project at Hollenbeck Park, as described in the
Summary of this Report below;

5. Find that the proposed Project is categorically exempt from the provisions of the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), pursuant to Article Ill, Section 1, Class 4(3) [New
gardening, tree planting, or landscaping] and Class 11(5) [Placement of signs located on
City property managed by a City department which has a sign policy adopted by the Board
of Commissioners] of City CEQA Guidelines and Article 19, Sections 15304(b) and 15311
of California CEQA Guidelines and direct RAP staff to file a Notice of Exemption (NOE);

6. Authorize RAP’s Chief Accounting Employee to prepare a check to the Los Angeles
County Clerk in the amount of Seventy-Five Dollars ($75.00) for the NOE; and

7. Authorize RAP staff to make technical corrections to carry out the intent of this Report.

SUMMARY

The Los Angeles Parks Foundation (LAPF) has established a Park Forest Initiative that involves
the solicitation of donations to support the planting of clusters of new trees within existing parks
that act as micro forests. These site-specific projects align with the goals of the City of Los
Angeles’ Green New Deal by providing multiple environmental benefits such as air quality
improvements, increasing biodiversity and wildlife habitat areas, increasing tree canopy coverage
and shade, mitigating urban heat island effect, and supporting groundwater recharge. The size
of each forest and associated elements is tailored to the needs and conditions of the park in which
they are planted and the species and size of the trees have been vetted by, and coordinated with,
RAP’s Planning Division and Forestry Division.

The Sikand Foundation (Donor), through LAPF, has offered to fund the park forest improvements
described herein at Hollenbeck Park, located at 415 S. Saint Louis Street, Los Angeles, 90033.
Trees selected from the following RAP approved species will be planted in the grassy area on the
northeast border of the park to mitigate freeway exhaust and noise (see Attachment 1):
Engelmann oak, Island oak, Torrey pine, Shumard oak, Ghost gum, Tipu tree, Brisbane box,
African fern pine, and Jacaranda. The proposed donation consists of the planting of twenty (20)
twenty-four (24) inch box trees and a two (2) year “forest” maintenance plan for the Park Forest
to be planted in spring 2021 at Hollenbeck Park. In addition to the tree installation, the funding
provided by the Donor to LAPF will also fund maintenance contract expenses with BrightView
Landscaping Services, a RAP approved, licensed landscape company, to implement the two-year
maintenance plan. BrightView will provide tree maintenance at the forest once each month,
performing as-needed maintenance including deep water irrigation, weeding, pest abatement,
and tree replacement in the event of any tree loss.

The value of the donation, including the trees and maintenance service under the two-year L.A.
Park Forest maintenance plan is approximately Thirty Thousand Dollars ($30,000.00). LAPF will
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use the donation to select, purchase and install the trees described above, through direct
contracts with its vendors and contractors (collectively “Contractors”) to design and create a park
forest at Hollenbeck Park, at no cost to the City. LAPF coordinated the tree selection, planting
location(s), and all other necessary approvals with PMC staff. LAPF also conducted outreach to
the Office of Council District 14, the Hollenbeck Park Advisory Board, and Hollenbeck Park staff,
and obtained support from them for the proposed Project. LAPF will have the lead in
implementing the Project through said Contractors, including the maintenance of the planted trees
for two (2) years.

To thank and acknowledge the Donor for its generous contribution, subject to the Board's
approval, a donor recognition aluminum plaque measuring 18” x 7.5” will be placed on a parking
lot fence across from the Park Forest, which will read as follows:

“Welcome to the Forest
The City of Los Angeles Department of Recreation and Parks, along with the Los Angeles Parks
Foundation Thank and Acknowledge the Sikand Foundation for Planting this Forest for the
People of Los Angeles

May 2021”

TREES AND SHADE

Twenty (20) 24”-box trees will be planted among existing trees as part of the scope of the
proposed Project.

ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT

The proposed Project consists of planting of new trees and placement of a plaque located on City
property managed by a City department which has a sign policy adopted by the Board of
Commissioners. Therefore, RAP staff recommends the Board determines that this project is
categorically exempt from the provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)
pursuant to Article 1ll, Section 1, Class 4(3) and Class 11(5) of City of Los Angeles CEQA
Guidelines, as well as to Article 19, Sections 15304(b) and 15311 of California CEQA Guidelines.
RAP staff will file an NOE with the Los Angeles County Clerk upon the Board’s approval.

FISCAL IMPACT

The installation of the park improvements will not have any fiscal impact on RAP’s General Fund,
as associated costs will be funded entirely by LAPF through funds provided by the Donor. The
first two years of tree maintenance will be funded and performed through the forest maintenance
plan. Beyond that, future maintenance of the improvements will be addressed through Hollenbeck
Park’s existing maintenance budget and the annual budget process.

Approve a proposed park improvement project at Hollenbeck Recreation Center (Center),
consisting of the fabrication and installation of a safety guardrail within the Center’s outdoor patio,
along with the concrete resurfacing of the patio to improve safety conditions for Center staff and
visitors (collectively, “Project”), as a donation from the Sikand Foundation to the Department of
Recreation and Parks (RAP) through the Los Angeles Parks Foundation (LAPF), as further
described in this Report;

Authorize RAP’s Planning, Maintenance and Construction Branch (PMC), upon the Board of
Recreation and Park Commissioners’ (Board) approval of the Project, to issue a Right of Entry
Permit (ROE) to LAPF and their selected contractors and/or vendors, allowing access to the
Center to perform the installation of the Project improvements;

Accept the proposed improvements valued up to approximately Thirty Thousand Dollars
($30,000.00), as a donation to RAP for the benefit and enjoyment of the general public, subject
to a post-installation inspection and approval by RAP’s PMC staff of the completed Project;

Determine that the Project is categorically exempt from the provisions of the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Article 1ll, Section 1, Class 1(1) [Interior or exterior
alterations involving remodeling or minor construction where there be negligible or no expansion
of use] and Class 11(6) [Construction or placement of minor structures accessory to (appurtenant
to) existing commercial, industrial or institutional facilities] of City CEQA Guidelines and Article
19, Sections 15301(a) and 15311 of California CEQA Guidelines and direct RAP staff to file a
Notice of Exemption (NOE) with the Los Angeles County Clerk;

Authorize RAP’s Chief Accounting Employee to prepare a check to the Los Angeles County Clerk
in the amount of Seventy-Five Dollars ($75.00) for the purpose of filing a Notice of Exemption.

SUMMARY

The LAPF mission is to enhance, expand, and promote public recreation, parks, and open space
for the people of the City of Los Angeles. Through their Adopt-A-Park program, they invite local
organizations to partner with them to adopt parks and provide donations that will meet identified
needs that can directly benefit a City park. Through this program, The Sikand Foundation adopted
Hollenbeck Recreation Center, located at 415 South Saint Louis St., Los Angeles, CA 90033, in
Council District 14. LAPF conducted a site visit with the Center’s Director in Charge (DIC), and
identified the need to install a perimeter guardrail and refinish the concrete surface at the
Hollenbeck Recreation Center Patio to improve the safety of staff and park visitors. An aerial
photo of the Center and patio area is included with this Report as Attachment 1.

The guard railing design was chosen to meet the safety code, which is the main goal of this park
improvement. Included with this Report as Attachment 2, are photos of the existing outdoor patio
area which show the potential risk to staff and the public that will be mitigated with the installation
of the guardrail and new concrete surface. LAPF has identified its vendor for the construction and
installation of the Project. The plans and specifications for the guardrail have been reviewed and
approved by RAP’s PMC staff and are included with this Report as Attachment 3. The fabrication
of the guardrail will take four (4) weeks and the installation will take about two (2) weeks. The
concrete resurfacing of the patio will take approximately three to four (3-4) days to complete. With
the Board’'s approval of the Project, related work will commence as soon as possible with the
objective of completing the Project by August 2022.

The patio space is used by the community for various activities, from wedding receptions and
birthday parties to community meetings. Installing the guardrail and resurfacing the concrete will
make the space much safer and will allow the Center patio to continue to be used as a space for
community events and for the benefit of the recreation center’s patrons.

The total value of the Project and donation is $30,000.00, and includes refinishing the concrete
surface of the patio area, fabrication of the perimeter guardrail, and installation of the guardrail at
the Hollenbeck Recreation Center Patio, at no cost to RAP. The DIC and staff are very
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appreciative of this donation, and look forward to providing park visitors with greater safety while
enjoying the recreation center patio.

ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT

The proposed Project consists of exterior alterations involving remodeling or minor construction
where there be negligible or no expansion of use and placement of minor structures accessory to
(appurtenant to) existing institutional facilities.

According to the parcel profile report retrieved June 2, 2022, this area does not reside in a
liquefaction or in a coastal zone, but it is located in a methane zone. The construction of this
Project will not create conditions that could lead to increased methane seepage, therefore there
is no reasonable possibility that the proposed Project may impact on an environmental resource
of hazardous or critical concern or have a significant effect due to unusual circumstances. No
other known projects would involve cumulatively significant impacts, and no future projects would
result from the proposed Project. As of June 6, 2022, the State Department of Toxic Substances
Control (DTSC) (Envirostor at www.envirostor.dtsc.ca.gov) and the State Water Resources
Control Board (SWCB) (Geotracker at https://geotracker.waterboards.ca.gov/) have not listed the
Project site or any contaminated sites near the Project area (within 500 feet). According to the
Caltrans Scenic Highway Map there is no scenic highway located within the vicinity of the
proposed Project or within its site. Furthermore, the proposed Project is not located in proximity
of a known historical resources and will not cause a substantial adverse change in the significance
of any historical resource.

Based in this information, RAP staff recommends that the Board determines the Project is
categorically exempt from the provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)
pursuant to Article Ill, Section 1, Class 1(1) and Class 11(6) of City CEQA Guidelines and Article

As of June 22, 2022, the State Department of Toxic Substances Control
(DTSC) (Envirostor at www.envirostor.dtsc.ca.gov) and the State Water Resources Control Board
(SWCB) (Geotracker at https://geotracker.waterboards.ca.gov/) have not listed the Project site or
any contaminated sites near the Project area (within 500 feet). According to the Caltrans Scenic
Highway Map there is no scenic highway located within the vicinity of the proposed Project or
within its site. Furthermore, the proposed Project is not located in proximity of a known historical
resources and will not cause a substantial adverse change in the significance of any historical
resource.

Based in this information, staff recommends that the Board determines that the Project is
categorically exempt from the provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)

Twelve (12) 24”-box trees, consisting of five (5) Indian Rosewood (Dalbergia sissoo), four (4)
Coast Live Oaks (LA Commons Supply) and (3) Desert Museum Palo trees will be installed under
the proposed Project.

ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT
The proposed Project consists of maintenance of existing landscaping and native growth and tree
planting.

According to the parcel profile report retrieved September 22, 2022, this area does not reside in
a liquefaction zone within a coastal, methane, or historic zone, so there is no reasonable
possibility that the proposed Project may impact on an environmental resource of hazardous or
critical concern or have a significant effect due to unusual circumstances.

3. Accept the proposed Project improvements valued up to approximately Twenty-Five
Thousand Dollars ($25,000.00), as a donation to the City from the Annenberg Foundation
through the LAPF, for the benefit and enjoyment of the general public, subject to a post-
installation inspection and approval by RAP’s PMC staff of the completed Project
improvements;

SUMMARY

LAPF has established a Park Forest Initiative that involves the solicitation of donations to support
the planting of clusters of new trees within existing parks that act as micro-forests. The Board has
previously approved several similar Park Forest projects initiated by the LAPF at other RAP parks
throughout the City. These site-specific projects align with the goals of the City’s Green New Deal
by providing multiple environmental benefits, such as air quality improvements, increasing
biodiversity and wildlife habitat areas, increasing tree canopy coverage and shade, mitigating
urban heat island effects, and supporting groundwater recharge. The size of each forest and
associated elements are tailored to the needs and conditions of the park in which they are planted.
The specific species and size of the trees have been vetted by, and coordinated with, RAP’s
Planning, Construction & Maintenance Division and Forestry Division.

Through private funding received by the LAPF from the Annenberg Foundation in the amount of
Twenty-five Thousand Dollars ($25,000.00), the LAPF has offered to fund the proposed park-
forest Project improvements described herein at Glassell Recreation Center, located at 3650
Verdugo Rd., Los Angeles, CA 90065 (Park), at no cost to RAP. The proposed Project valued at
approximately $25,000.00, consists of park-forest improvements which include the planting of two
(2) Red Oak (Quercus rubra), four (4) Western Sycamore (Platanus racemosa), two (2) Pink
Trumpet (Tabebuia Rosea) and four (4) Coast Live Oaks (LA Commons Supply) trees with
temporary fencing installed around each of the trees in grassy areas of the park that do not
interfere with irrigation or existing facilities as indicated on the aerial Site Map attached to this
Report (Attachment 1). The tree planting is scheduled to occur in the month of November 2022,
which has been pre-approved by RAP’s Forestry Division. In addition to the tree installation, the
funding provided to the LAPF will also fund a two-year maintenance plan implemented by the

Summary

The focus of the presentation is on the Len Hill Arts Plaza and signage for the Sixth Street Park, Arts, and
River Connectivity Improvements Project (PARC). The RAP Task Force is being requested to provide
feedback concerning the naming of the Arts Plaza. The PARC project was previously presented to the
Task Force on October 18, 2017 and May 5, 2022.

Welcoming visitors to the west side of the PARC will be the Len Hill Arts Plaza, which is a performance
stage with terraced seating that will be the focal point of art and cultural events for the Arts District and the
City as a whole. The Arts Plaza site is located underneath the Sixth Street Viaduct in Council District 14,
bounded on the west by Santa Fe Avenue, and on the east by the existing Sixth Street tunnel and railroad
tracks, in the Arts District.

Designed with flowing curves with large open spaces, the Len Hill Arts Plaza seeks to bring together the
creative spirit and vibrant energy of the community. The construction and initial programming of the Len
Hill Arts Plaza is made possible from a generous $1.9M philanthropic gift from the Leonard Hill Charitable
Trust. Leonard Hill, who passed away in 2016, had a successful career in the television industry and later
transitioned into real estate development. He was one of the pioneers who helped to transform the
landscape of the Arts District with the adaptive reuse of existing buildings, with notable projects such as the
Toy Factory Lofts and the Biscuit Company Lofts. The gift recognizes the positive value of public private
partnerships for community building.

Community Outreach

The Len Hill Arts Plaza was included as part of the community outreach process in 2017 and 2018 where
six large community meetings were held to receive feedback on the project from the public. The public was
receptive to the design of the Arts Plaza.

Implementation of Shade
The Arts Plaza is located underneath the Sixth Street Viaduct where it will have ample shade.

Plant & Tree Specifications
The proposed project site presently has no trees. Approximately 10 new trees will be planted in the Arts
Plaza along with softscape plants.

Leonard Hill Arts Plaza Grant Agreement

In 2016, the Leonard Hill Charitable Trust entered into an agreement with the Mayor’s Fund for Los Angeles
(MFLA), bestowing a grant amount of $1,900,000 for the development of an Arts Plaza at the site of the
future park and securing the naming of the Arts Plaza as the “Leonard Hill Arts Plaza.” The agreement was
supported by Council District 14, and a Council motion was subsequently approved to authorize the City
Engineer to take the necessary agreement for the development of the design, construction, and
programming of the Arts Plaza.

A grant agreement was executed with the Mayor’s Fund for Los Angeles (MFLA) on February 22, 2017
which stipulated that:

e The Arts Plaza be named the “Leonard Hill Arts Plaza” upon completion of the project with three
signs to be installed with the name at the site. Subsequently, it was decided to shorten the name
to “Len Hill Arts Plaza.”

e The Arts Plaza be designed with adequate lighting to ensure safety of attendees.
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e The Arts Plaza host regular arts programming for the enjoyment of neighboring residents and
Angelenos across the City and that said programming will be managed by a programming entity as
approved by the City and the MFLA, in consultation with the Leonard Hill Charitable Trust.

Sign Location and Abbreviated Naming

The project team collaborated closely with Dr. Patricia Gordon, the widow of Leonard Hill, to develop the
design of the signage as well as their locations. The final design and location were the result of several
iterative workshops with Dr. Gordon during the project’s design development in 2017 and 2018. The
location of the first and most prominent signage, will consist of concrete block letters measuring three
feet in height and approximately 54 feet in length, and will face Mesquit Street to the south. The second
sign will be located along a retaining wall at the edge of the Arts Plaza. Finally, the third signage is located
along one of the vertical faces of the terraced seating area. These locations are shown in the presentation
renderings.

Dr. Gordon also decided that family and friends knew her late husband as “Len” instead of Leonard. To
that end, she made the decision to shorten the name to “Len Hill Arts Plaza.”

On January 26, 2016, the Leonard Hill Charitable Trust awarded the The Mayor’s Fund for Los
Angeles, Inc. the sum of $1,900,000 to supplement existing City and grant funding for the future Arts
Plaza under the new Sixth Street Viaduct. Per the grant agreement with the Trust, the plaza will be named
the “Leonard Hill Arts Plaza” in recognition ofthe Trust’s contribution to the City.

THIS GRANT AGREEMENT is entered into and made effective as of the 27th day of Feb-
ruary, 2017 (“Effective Date”), by and between THE MAYOR’S FUND FOR LOS ANGELES, a
California nonprofit public benefit corporation (the “Fund”), and the City of Los Angeles, a Munici-

pal Corporation, action by and through the Department of Public Works - Bureau of Engineering
(“Grantee”).

This Agreement is made with reference to the following facts:

A. The Fund is a charitable organization dedicated to supporting projects and pro-
grams of its own or of departments of the City of Los Angeles or other not-for-profit institutions
which benefit the City’s residents and improve or enhance the quality of life of the City’s residents or
aid civic or other public improvements; promoting the development of commerce in the City and
building a better quality of life for the City and its residents; seeking innovative solutions to the com-
plex issues inhibiting the best quality of life for the City’s residents; and, providing a platform to
convene the public, private and nonprofit sectors to collaborate together.

B. The Grantee includes the Department of Public Works. The Grantee possesses ex-
tensive knowledge and experience in matters that relate and pertain to the Fund's charitable mission.

C. The Fund desires to grant funds to the Grantee and the Grantee desires to use such
funds for purposes of furthering the Fund’s charitable mission, upon the terms and subject to the
conditions set forth in this Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the recitals, covenants, conditions and promises
herein contained, the parties hereto do hereby agree as follows:

1. Scope of Project. Grantee, in exchange for receiving the grant award from the Fund, shall
perform the project set forth in Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.
The grant award is to be used only for the purposes set forth in Exhibit A. Grant funds may not be
used to carry out propaganda, or otherwise attempt to influence legislation; to influence the outcome

of any specific public election or to carry on directly or indirectly any voter registration drive; under-
take any activities not for a charitable or educational purpose; or for any illegal or other purpose that
conflicts with the Fund’s charitable mission. Operational implementation of the Grant is the sole re-
sponsibility of the Grantee. Other than payment of the grant award, it is expressly understood that the
Fund has no obligation to provide other or additional support for this or any other project or purpos-
es.

2. Grant Award Amount. Grantee shall be paid a grant award as set forth in Exhibit
B. The payment set forth in Exhibit B is intended to cover all fees and expenses, of any kind, associ-
ated with the project and no payment other than that set forth in Exhibit B shall be made under this
Agreement unless agreed to in advance in writing by the parties.

3. Expenditure of Funds and Reconciliation of Actual Expenditures. This grant is to be used
in accordance with the Grantee’s approved program and budget as set forth in Exhibit C. Permission
to make any major changes in program objectives, implementation strategy, key personnel, or time-
table must be requested in writing, and the Fund’s approval obtained before such changes are imple-
mented. Likewise, any changes to any budget line item exceeding 10% and $1,000 must be requested
in writing and be approved in advance by the Fund.

Grantees are encouraged to deposit grant funds in insured interest bearing accounts.
Any interest earned on grant funds must be applied to the project purposes and must be reported to
the Fund.

Any funds (including interest accrued) not expended or committed for the purposes
of the grant within the grant period (or any authorized extension of the grant period must be returned
to the Fund within sixty (60) days of the close of the grant. At the Fund’s discretion, any final award
may be reduced to reflect unexpended or uncommitted funds based upon a reconciliation of the
Grantee’s final expenditure report.

4. Additional Terms and Conditions. All additional terms and conditions of this Agreement
are set forth in Exhibit D and incorporated herein by reference.

SCOPE OF PROJECT AND REPORTING

1. Scope of Project. The purposes of the grant are as follows:

To support the design, construction and programming of an Arts Plaza underneath the new 6th Street
Viaduct on the west side of the Los Angeles River, between the entrance to the River Gateway on the
east end, and Santa Fe Avenue on the west end. The City of Los Angeles will build this Arts Plaza as
part of the Viaduct project, and this grant will assist in executing this component of the larger project.
To further this purpose, Grantee shall achieve the following objectives:
Funding will be used to support the following components of the project:

e Conceptual Design Initiated with a Design Workshop to be completed by May 2017.

e Design Development

e Pre-Construction to include preparation of plans, permits, etc.

e Partial construction costs. Construction is estimated to be initiated in 2019.

e Programming development and implementation estimated to launch in June 2021.
The dates provided above represent the current proposed design and construction schedule. These
dates may be revised to accommodate changes in the actual design and construction schedule, but
shall not affect the payment schedule. The Arts Plaza will initiate construction after the Viaduct, so
any unforeseen delays in the Viaduct construction could impact the schedule for the construction of

the Arts Plaza.

A representative from the Leonard Hill Charitable Trust shall be invited to all community project
meetings during Design Phase for input and consultation.

The City of Los Angeles shall name the Arts Plaza the “Leonard Hill Arts Plaza” upon completion of
the project with three signs to be installed with the name at the site. Sign installation is indicated on

current draft plans attached as Appendix D to the Grant Agreement between the Fund and The Leon-
ard Hill Charitable Trust. If plans change substantially during Design Phase and Design Workshop,
the Fund should be notified and the Leonard Hill Charitable Trust will be consulted accordingly. The
Fund and the City of Los Angeles shall have the right to remove or modify the recognition of Leon-
ard Hill if necessary to protect the reputation of the Fund and/or the City of Los Angeles. If the Arts
Plaza is destroyed by fire, earthquake, flood, or other casualty, and if it is possible to rebuild the Arts
Plaza with the proceeds of insurance payments, Leonard Hill’s name will be placed in the rebuilt Arts
Plaza in substantially the same manner as it appeared in the original Arts Plaza. On the other hand, if
the Arts Plaza is demolished because of obsolescence or other circumstances and is not replaced, or
is not replaced with the proceeds of insurance, Leonard Hill shall no longer receive recognition on

Once complet-
ed, the Arts Plaza will host regular arts programming for the enjoyment of neighboring residents and
Angelenos across the City. Programming will be managed by a programming entity as approved by
the City and the Fund, in consultation with the Leonard Hill Charitable Trust.

The project will be managed by the Bureau of Engineering, Public Works Department, City of Los
Angeles, which shall be the directly responsible for developing the project and implementing the pro-

ject.

2. Reports/Report Schedule.

Grantee shall report to the Fund in writing concerning the status of the grant project on an annual ba-
sis, due June 15 of every calendar year of the length of the grant (January 2017 through December
2021) with a final design and construction expenditure report due 7 days after the acceptance of the
project by the Board of Public Works, and a final programming expenditure report due 7 days fol-
lowing full expenditure of the programming funds.

Reports shall be comprehensive and include: 1) a summary of the project objectives; 2) accom-
plishments toward achieving those objectives and any changes made during the course of the pro-
ject in the strategy for accomplishing them; 3) problems that may have encountered and how they
were resolved; and 4) a partial (for interim) or complete financial statement (for final) showing all
grant funds received and expended. In the case of multi-year grants, the final financial report need
only report on expenditures from the last reporting period through the end of the grant period.

EXHIBIT D

ADDITIONAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. Monitoring and Financial Records. The Fund may monitor and conduct an evaluation of opera-
tions under this grant. This may include a visit from Fund staff and/or advisors to observe the
Grantee’s program, discuss the program with the Grantee’s personnel, and review financial and
other records and materials connected with the activities financed by this grant. The Grantee is
expected to maintain complete books and records of revenues and expenditures for the project,
which should be made available for inspection at reasonable times if deemed necessary by the
Fund. The Fund, at its expense, will periodically audit a selected number of its grants. Grantee is
expected to provide all necessary assistance in connection with any such audit. Records must be
kept for at least four (4) years after completion of the grant. The Grantee shall submit annual pro-
ject budgets during the grant period as soon as they become available. The Grantee shall immedi-
ately notify the Fund in the event that any funding that would impact the Grantee’s performance
of the project is delayed or changed in any manner. The Grantee shall immediately notify the
Fund in the event that there is any circumstance including, without limitation, the withdrawal, de-
lay, or change of funding by any other source to Grantee that would adversely impact the Grant-
ee’s performance the project.

2. IRS Determination. The provisions of this Section 2 do not apply if the Grantee is a public agen-
cy. As a condition of this Agreement, Grantee must provide the Fund with a copy of the deter-
mination letter from the Internal Revenue Service proving its tax-exempt status. By entering into
this Agreement, Grantee represents and warrants that Grantee is exempt from federal income tax
under IRC Section 501(c)(3) and that it is not a private Fund as defined in IRC Section 509(a).
Grantee further represents and warrants that (a) the facts supporting Grantee’s tax-exempt and
public charity status under IRC Sections 501(c)(3) and 509(a) have not changed since the issu-
ance of the IRS determination letter which was provided to the Fund and which has not been re-
voked or amended, (b) it is not aware of any facts which could result in a change in its tax-
exempt and public charity status under IRC Sections 501(c)(3) or 509(a) or relevant state law, or
the imposition of excise taxes under IRC Section 4958 dealing with “intermediate sanctions,” (c)
the receipt of the grant funds will not change Grantee’s public charity status under IRC Section
509(a) and (d) that it does not support or conduct, directly or indirectly, violence or terrorist ac-
tivities of any kind. Such representations and warranties shall continue through the completion
date of this grant.

3. Period of the Grant. The grant period shall commence as of the Effective Date and shall continue
thereafter until the grant project has been completed and final payment made, unless sooner ter-
minated as provided for herein.

4. Grant Termination. If the Fund determines, in its sole discretion, that Grantee has substantially
violated or failed to carry out any provision of this Agreement, including but not limited to fail-
ure to submit reports when due, the Fund may, in addition to any other legal remedies it may
have, refuse to make any further grant payments to Grantee under this or any other grant agree-
ment, and the Fund may demand the return of all or part of the unexpended grant funds, which
Grantee shall immediately repay to the Fund. The Fund may also avail itself of any other reme-
dies available by law.

5. Confidentiality. The parties acknowledge that Grantee, in connection with this Agreement, may
acquire certain Confidential Information (as defined below) relating to the Fund and its affiliated
corporations. Grantee shall not divulge or disclose, without the Fund’s prior written approval, nor
use for the benefit of any person or entity other than the Fund, any Confidential Information that
may become known to Grantee by reason of this Agreement or otherwise, except where such dis-
closure is required under applicable law, including but not limited to, the California Public Rec-
ords Act. Grantee further agrees to prevent its agents and employees from divulging or disclosing
any such Confidential Information or from using such Confidential Information for the benefit of
any person or entity other than the Fund, except where such disclosure is required under applica-
ble law, including but not limited to, the California Public Records Act.

6. “Confidential Information” of the Fund shall include, but not be limited to, any Work Product (as
defined below), the existing or future services, products, operations, management, business, fi-
nancial information, goals, profits, billings, referral, research services, strategies, technology,
trademarks, know-how, member lists and objectives of the Fund or its affiliates, except to the ex-
tent that the release of such information was authorized by the Fund or such information is gen-
erally available or known to the public or becomes known to the public through means other than
a breach of this Agreement or by any person or entity having an obligation to keep such infor-
mation confidential. All information which Grantee acquires or becomes acquainted with during
the term of this Agreement, whether developed by Grantee or by others, which Grantee has a rea-
sonable basis to believe to be Confidential Information, or which is treated by the Fund as being
Confidential Information, shall be presumed to be Confidential Information.

7. Independent Contractor. Grantee is an independent contractor, and nothing herein shall be con-
strued to create an employment, joint employment, partnership, joint venture, agency, or any oth-
er kind of relationship between Grantee and the Fund. In no event shall Grantee or its employ-
ees, independent contractors, or agents, if any, be considered employees of the Fund. Grantee
shall not have, nor shall Grantee claim or imply that Grantee has, any authority to enter into any
obligation on behalf of, or binding upon, the Fund. Grantee is an independent contractor and is
solely responsible for all taxes, withholdings, and other statutory or contractual obligations of
any sort, including, but not limited to, workers' compensation insurance. Grantee and its em-
ployees are not eligible for, and shall not participate in, any employee pension, health, welfare, or
other fringe benefit plan, of the Fund.

8. Indemnification. Grantee irrevocably and unconditionally agrees, to the fullest extent permitted
by law, to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the Fund, its officers, directors, employees, and
agents, from and against any and all claims, liabilities, losses, and expenses (including reasonable
attorneys’ fees) directly, indirectly, wholly, or partially arising from or in connection with any act
or omission of Grantee, its employees, or agents, in applying for or accepting the Grant, or in ex-
pending or applying the Grant funds, except to the extent that such claims, liabilities, losses, or
expenses arise from or in connection with any negligent act or omission of the Fund, its officers,
directors, employees, or agents.

9. Acknowledgement and Publicity. The content, context, and presentation of all acknowledge-
ments of the Fund’s or the Leonard Hill Charitable Trust’s participation or involvement by
Grantee (including the text that is the basis of any verbal acknowledgements) are subject to the
Fund’s prior written approval. In particular, no press releases or media advisories shall be issued
regarding grant-funded projects specifically related to the Leonard Hill Arts Plaza without the
prior review and approval by the assigned Fund program officer. Media advisories and/or press
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releases must be submitted to the Fund’s communications team for review and approval a mini-
mum of one week prior to expected publication. Grantee shall not use the Fund’s name in any
sales or marketing publication or advertisement, without the prior written consent of the Fund. In
its discretion, the Fund may describe its support of the Grantee in the Fund’s own printed or oral
announcements and website.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, any publication produced as a result of this grant, including press
releases, commissioned works and publications, must include an acknowledgment of the Fund
that reads: “Supported by a grant from The Mayor’s Fund for Los Angeles.” If the Fund publish-
es material resulting from this project, either in print or electronically, appropriate acknowledg-
ment of the Grantee will be included.

Grantee shall ensure that any employees, subcontractors or consultants approved to work on this
Grant comply with the provisions of this paragraph including, but not limited to, ensuring that the
terms of this provision are included in any contract Grantee may have with any subcontractor or
consultant approved to work on this Grant.

10. Dispute Resolution. The courts with exclusive jurisdiction for any controversy or claim arising
out of or relating to this Agreement, or the breach thereof, shall be in California.

11. Notices. All notices, requests or consents required or permitted under this Agreement shall be in
writing and shall be given to the other party by personal delivery, overnight delivery, or regular
certified mail, sent to such party's address as is set forth below such party's signature hereto or to
any other address as any party to whom notice is to be given may have previously furnished to
the other as set forth in this provision. Each such notice, request or consent shall be deemed ef-
fective upon receipt.

12. General Provisions.

a. Assignment. Neither party shall assign nor delegate all or any part of this Agreement to any
person or entity without the prior written consent of the other party; except, however, the parties
acknowledge and agree that the Fund may assign and/or delegate its rights and duties under this
Agreement, in part or in whole, to any of its affiliated or subsidiary or other entities without the
prior consent of Grantee. Notwithstanding the foregoing, this Agreement shall inure to the bene-
fit of, and be binding upon, the respective successors and assigns of the respective parties hereto.

b. Survival. The obligations set forth in Sections 1, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10 of this Exhibit D and the
remedies set forth for breach of this Agreement shall survive the termination of this Agreement.

c. Severability. In the event that any provision of this Agreement shall be determined to be illegal
or unenforceable, that provision will be limited or eliminated to the minimum extent necessary so
that this Agreement shall otherwise remain in full force and effect and enforceable.

d. Waiver. The failure of either party to enforce its rights under this Agreement at any time for
any period shall not be construed as a waiver of such rights.

e. Remedy. It is acknowledged and agreed that all Confidential Information and Work Product

represents a unique intellectual product of the Fund and that any breach of Sections 5, 6 and 9 of
this Exhibit D would have a detrimental impact on the Fund; that the damages resulting from said
detrimental impact would be difficult to ascertain but would result in irreparable harm and would
require a multiplicity of actions at law and in equity in order to seek redress. Given the foregoing,
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it is agreed that the Fund shall be entitled to equitable relief in preventing a breach of this
Agreement and that such equitable relief is in addition to any other rights or remedies available to
the Fund.

f. Governing Law. This Agreement has been executed and delivered in, and shall be governed by
and construed in accordance with the substantive laws of the State of California.

g. Entire Agreement. This Agreement (including the exhibits and schedules hereto, each of which
is incorporated herein and made a part of this Agreement) constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding of the parties hereto and terminates and supersedes any and all prior agreements,
arrangements and understandings, both oral and written, express or implied, between the parties
hereto concerning the subject matter of this Agreement.

h. Amendment. No waiver, amendment, modification or change of any provision of this Agree-
ment shall be effective unless and until made in writing and signed by all of the parties hereto.

1. Headings. Headings herein are provided for reference only and shall in no way affect interpre-
tation of the Agreement.

j- Right to Contract. Each party hereto represents to the other that it is authorized to enter into this
Agreement and that the exercise of the rights granted to the other party hereunder will not con-
flict with any commitments or agreements previously entered into between the party so repre-
senting and any other party. Grantee further represents that it has the corporate power and any
regulatory approvals necessary to accept the grant and conduct the project.

k. Signatures. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed
to be an original, but all of which, taken together, shall constitute one and the same agreement. In
the event that any signature is delivered by e-mail delivery of a ".pdf" format data file, such sig-
nature shall create a valid and binding obligation of the party executing (or on whose behalf such
signature is executed) with the same force and effect as if such ".pdf" signature page were an
original thereof.
